WHICH BRITISH ISLAND?

Note to organiser:-

This is a good round to have at the end of the quiz as it needs the teams to employ a defensive or an attacking strategy depending on their scores. The competitors need to hand a written answer in to the questioner when they decide to ‘have a go’. Scorers will  need to note the score for each team for five islands. We suggest you use up to five islands using the extra one for a tie breaker if needed. If you could have available a map of the British Isles, for instance on an OHT, you could point out where the islands are at the end of the round.

Questioner’s introduction

I am going to give you five pieces of information about an island or island group around Britain. If you can give me the name of the island after the first piece of information, you will get five points, after the second, four points, and so on down to one point. Write your answer on a slip of paper and hand it to me. You will only get one go at each island so you need to think carefully about your overall score and how much risk you can afford to take before you give an answer. There are five sets of questions so there are a maximum of 25 points available.
