ANSWER: HAMPSHIRE

2. Andy Murray won his first ATP tennis Masters title in which US city in August?

ANSWER: CINCINATTI  

3.  Padraig Harrington won the British Open Golf Championship for the second year in succession in July 2008, at which Merseyside golf course?

ANSWER: ROYAL BIRKDALE (allow Birkdale)

4.  Christiano Ronaldo plays football for which EU country?

ANSWER: PORTUGAL

5.  The ‘Three Peaks challenge’ invites mountaineering teams of four to climb Ben Nevis, Helvellyn and which other peak in North Wales in 24 hours?

ANSWER: SNOWDON 

6.  In non-Olympic years the UK equestrian Three-day event (dressage, cross country and show jumping) season reaches its peak at Badminton in late summer. In which county is Badminton; is it Avon, Gloucestershire or Wiltshire?
